Alternate Rules and Regulations

Welcome to the Oviedo High School Band Program! I am excited to have you and look forward to the many opportunities that the program offers. The Oviedo High School Band Program is comprised of several units. The first part of the season all of the students are required to participate in the marching band. This is part of the curriculum and is one of the most rewarding experiences of the year. 

Band camp is a two week, 80 hour training session that takes place before school starts. This is the time in which all members learn how to march with proper technique, receive their performance music, and begin the process in putting our show on the field. Missing band camp obviously puts a student behind; however, it is our goal to ensure that everybody has the opportunity to participate in the marching band here at Oviedo High School.

A student may be exempt from the marching band for the following reasons:

1. The student has a physical disability which would prohibit them from being able to perform certain tasks required by the activity.
2. The student is involved in a Fall Varsity sport that directly conflicts with the marching band schedule.

Requirements:

1. Attend and participate in all rehearsals, performances, and fund raising activities.

2. Fill out all registration forms and turn them in by August 19th. 

3. Pay the adjusted band fee.

During rehearsals:

1. A staff member or student leader will work with you to teach you the basic fundamentals that were taught at band camp.

2. When there is no one available to work with you, you will be asked to play along with the band from the sidelines during rehearsals.

3. You will have an opportunity to earn a spot on the field, but there are no guarantees. By attending rehearsals and performances on a consistent basis, you will either earn a spot from a student who is frequently absent, or I will have our drill writer add you to the drill for the 2nd half of the show.
